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Finished goods sales volume were up 
4.5% for the Ingredients Division and 3.8 % 
for the Consumer Products Division. Yet, 
however, due to slowly declining prices, 
the consolidated net sales of a total $1.45 
billion were essentially flat relative to the 
prior year. Gross margin was up a total $2.5 
million versus the prior year, driven by 
increased aggregate sales volumes and had  
increased sales of higher margin products

Marketing, Selling and Distribution 
costs were down $1 million due to the 
reduced selling expenses in the Consumer 
Products Division. Yet, the general and 
Administrative costs were a little lower 
relative to the prior year by $.5 million due 
to all the extra  cost-cutting efforts. This 
reduction is impressive considering the  
rising benefit costs and the significant cost 
reductions in the previous fiscal year. 

Expense recovery throughout the whole 
Operating Fund did increased 21% of $5.3 
million relative to the prior year due to the 
increased volume of member milk. Total 
milk handled rose 11% over the prior year 
to 7.8 billion pounds. The company did  
converted from a tax to a book basis for the 
purpose of calculating patronage income 
in fiscal year 2006. Taken as a whole, these 
results allow the company to make a very 
large distribution of patronage income. 

With this distribution, it doesn’t always 
mean the company had growth.  

Olympic Foods posted a loss for the 
fiscal year due to high packaging and raw 
material costs and that added integration 
expenses related to one of the brand new 
facility in Fontana, California. The new 
outlook for the next year should show a lot 
of  little improvements due to increased 
sales volumes at both the Spokane and 
Fontana plants and while the price needs 
to increases very effectively at the first of 
the new fiscal year, for Darigold to start off 
right with the hope of large increases.  

We have managed working the capital 
very effectively during the year, Darigold 
is working hard on reducing the average of 
outstanding short-term debt by 13%, Net 
property, plant and equipment increased 
a whole $6.5 million of the whole capital 
improvements outpaced depreciation. As 
for interest costs were up $.7 million to 
prior year despite lower average debt levels 
as interest rates increased in the year. We 
exceeded our profit target in spite of some 
large challenges during the past fiscal year 
and will look for opportunities to improve 
returns on invested capital through all 
our  product optimization, the cost cutting 
efforts and effective management of our 
assets, will provide more later. 
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While cave paintings, dating as far 
back as 20,000 B.C. are the first ever 
evidence of recorded pictures, true 
written communication is thought to 
have been developed some 17,000 
years later by the great Summerians, 
around 3500 B.C. They are known to 
have recorded stories and preserved 
records using simple drawings of all 
everyday objects, called pictograms.

As civilizations become more and 
more advanced, they experienced a 
need to communicate more complex 
concepts. By 3100 B.C., Egyptian 
hieroglyphics incorporated symbols 
representing thoughts or ideas, called 
ideograms, allowing for the expression 
of more abstract concepts than the 
more literal pictograms. A symbol for 
an ox could mean food.
